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OVERVIEW OF THE SYSTEM

The Waterloo Catholic District School Board is the eighth largest Catholic District School Board in
Ontario, serving the ratepayers and students of Waterloo Region. The school system traces its history
back 175 years to the first Catholic schools in the Region i St. Agatha and St. Boniface Catholic
Elementary Schools i both founded in 1836 in what are now the villages of St. Agatha and Maryhill.

WCDSB now has 45 elementary schools with a student population as of October 31, 2011 of 15,022
students JK to Grade 8. This results in a full-time equivalent of 13,624.5 elementary students. The board
also has five secondary schools serving 7,214 students in Grades 9 to 12. This results in a full-time
equivalent of 7,001.63 secondary students. Our total elementary and secondary enrolment is 22,236 or a
full-time equivalent of 20,626.13 students. The Board also runs five Adult and Continuing Education sites
serving well over 21,000 adult learners and an alternative education high school serving approximately 55
students.

There are some 73 languages spokenin Wat er | oo r e g isahovold mepreSemtindy siudents from
114 nations. Waterloo Region is the fourth area of choice for new Canadians. Accordingly, within our
current enrolment, we have 3,400 learners 1 or 15% of our student body - where English is not their first
language.

PRIMARY CLASS SIZE REDUCTION

Another aspect of government policy is compliance with the primary average class size. To be compliant,
the school system has to have 90% of its primary classes under 20 to 1 ratio.

EARLY LEARNING

In October, 2009 the Premier announced On t a r i oEarly Leareinvg Program for four and five year
olds. A five-year implementation plan began in September, 2010. The program will be in all schools by
September, 2014. Following Ministry of Education guidelines and in collaboration with the Waterloo
Region District School Board and the Region of Waterloo, the Early Learning Kindergarten Task Team
designed and assisted with implementation of the Early Learning Program at our Year 1 and Year 2 sites
as outlined in the chart below.
